· The Merchants Company:  The Merchants Company will provide Fresh Produce to local organizations in the State Purchasing Program in Regions 4 and 5.  Payment will be made by the local organizations purchasing these products.  The Office of Child Nutrition will administer the contracts; no MDE funds will be expended for these services.  The contractor provided the lowest bid opened on April 8, 2005.  The Merchant Company’s total bid for Fresh Produce in Regions 4 and 5 was $108,537.10.  The MDE will execute a one-year contract with the option to renew for an additional year.  Payment for produce delivered to schools will be made directly to The Merchants Company.  The contractor is located in Hattiesburg, MS.  The owner and/or personnel who will be working under these contracts are not former Department employees or related to any Department employee.
