Dr. Bounds read the letter (copy attached) to Governor Haley Barbour on behalf of the State Board of Education and the Mississippi Department of Education reporting that the two schools (of the three in 

the district), which were designated as Priority Schools for the 2005-2006 school year, are no longer Priority Schools and that in fact, these two schools have moved from Low Performing, Level 1, schools to Exemplary, Level 4, schools under the state’s accountability system performance classifications.  Dr. Bounds reported that the letter also 

requested that Governor Barbour lift the state of emergency declared pursuant to Section 37-18-7 for the North Bolivar School District, which 

was approved by the Board and that the process of removing the North Bolivar School District from conservatorship would now begin.  He said that the Department was extremely pleased with the tremendous improvement in school achievement made over the course of the 2005-2006 school year.  The students, conservator, North Bolivar staff and board and the community have work very hard and the results speak for themselves.
